Recital 2026 Policies

The following recital policies are for the benefit of all.  Some are time-honored rules of etiquette that come with being part of a stage production, and all are for the welfare and safety of our children.

· No costumes in the auditorium.  Dancers must wear street clothes when in the auditorium.  Costumes are worn backstage and before the show ONLY.  Exceptions:  Combo 3 and Combo 4 dancers
· Costumes that have obviously been worn (soiled, damaged or not like new) will not be allowed in the recital.  No one is allowed on stage without a costume.
· No pictures or videos are allowed in the auditorium during the Recital.  Feel free to take all the pictures and videos you’d like during Dress Rehearsal.
· Each parent/guardian must use our label system when dropping off child/ren @ the dressing room.  No one will be allowed to pick up a child without the matching label.  Only one female guardian per child will be allowed in the dressing rooms during backstage drop-off and pick-up.
· Dancers are required to stay in the dressing room throughout the entire show in which they are performing, as all dancers will have a curtain call at the end of each show.  No parent or guardian will be allowed backstage to pick up their child during the recital, with the exception of our Combo 3,  Combo 4, and boys’ parents ONLY.  (Combo 3, Combo 4, and boys’ parents will be given a special “early pick-up” sticker to allow early access to pick-up our youngest dancers and boys.)  Pick-up for all other dancers will occur after each section of the recital – during intermission and end of recital ONLY.  We will have security at the dressing rooms to ensure the safety of all students during the recital.
· For the safety of your children, after the show begins, no one will be allowed backstage or in the dressing rooms, except for designated staff and volunteers.  
· All session balances (recital fees, tuition, etc.) MUST be paid in order for your child to participate in the recital.  NO exceptions.

By entering your child in our annual recital, you agree to understand and follow all DWDC Recital Policies, which will be carried out for the welfare and safety of students, staff, and families.  Thank you in advance for working with us in providing our children with a SAFE, amazing, and memorable experience!

Schedule & Time:
Our recital will consist of two halves/shows with an intermission in between.  Check the Recital Schedule to see which half/halves of the recital your dancer will be in.  
8:00 – Show # 1 volunteers check in
9:00 – Doors open for admission.  Show # 1 dancers check-in
9:40 – All dancers in Show #1 must be in their dressing rooms and dressed no later than 9:40.
10:00-12:00 – Show #1!  We will begin promptly at 10:00
12:00-12:45 – Intermission.  Show # 2 volunteers check in.  Students dancing in ONLY Show #1 are to be picked up in the dressing room.  (Only one female grown-up in the dressing room for pick up.)  Once Show #1 dancers have been picked up, we will proceed with Show # 2 drop-off.
12:30 – All dancers in Show #2 must be in their dressing rooms and dressed no later than 12:30.
12:45-2:45 – Show #2!

For the safety of our dancers, your child MUST remain in the dressing rooms during the entire show in which she is dancing.  If your child is dancing in one show, s/he can watch the other show from the audience!  
Exception:  Combo 3, Combo 4, Ballet 5-6 and Jazz/hh 5-6 if your dancer is in one number ONLY – We ask that you pick up these dancers from the dressing room as soon as they have performed.  You MUST have the special early pick-up name tag with you when you pick your child up before the end of the show.  NO older siblings of these students who are dancing in the recital will be allowed to leave before the end of the show.  

With the exception of Combo 3, Combo 4, Jazz/hh 5-6, and Ballet 5-6 ONLY, NO CHILD WILL BE ALLOWED TO BE PICKED UP UNTIL INTERMISSION OR THE END OF THE RECITAL.  FOR THE ABSOLUTE SAFETY OF ALL OUR STUDENTS, DANCERS ARE REQUIRED TO STAY IN THE DRESSING ROOMS UNTIL DESIGNATED PICK-UP TIME.  NO EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE, AS OUR STUDENTS’ SAFETY IS OUR TOP PRIORITY.  (This does not include Combo 5-6 classes, as they will perform two dances in their half of the show.)  
This will ensure that each child is accounted for and picked up by the correct grown-up in an orderly, safe manner.  By placing your child in the recital, you agree to these safety policies.  If you pick your dancer up early without prior confirmation with Ms. Pam, you forfeit the opportunity to participate in another DWDC event.  Your cooperation and patience in this matter are extremely important, and we thank you in advance.

Curtain Call:  At the end of each show, all dancers in that show will take a curtain call bow.  Combo 3, Combo 4 may be brought back to the dressing rooms to take a curtain call bow with their classes 4-5 dance numbers before the end.  We hope that these dancers will return to the end of their half and take a curtain call, as it is a big moment in a dancer’s performance!

Seating:  General Admission – first come/first seat.  Doors will open at 9:00.

Arrival Procedure:
Dancer and guardian check in with staff member @ check-in station.  (Details coming.)  You will get a name tag with your child’s name on it.  Hang on to this, as you will need it to pick your child up.  One female grown-up can enter dressing room with your child to help her get settled in and ready for her show before you leave your dancers in the care of DWDC staff and volunteers.  We will have a designated changing room for boys.  Boys, contact Ms. Pam re exact check-in and pick-up procedure.  Please have dancer’s hair and makeup ready when 
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you arrive.  They can arrive in costume or change in dressing room, but NO dance shoes should be worn outside.  However, no costumes are to be worn in the audience.  It is bad performance etiquette to be seen in the audience in costume.  EXCEPTION:  Combo 3 and 4 dancers who are waiting in the audience for their curtain call.  Thank you for keeping dressing room hallway free for easy drop-off and pick-up. 

Quick Changes:
If your younger dancers have multiple changes or quick changes, please feel free to come to the dressing rooms to assist them!  You must have your dancer’s name tag with you to enter dressing rooms.
Cameras & Videos:
For the safety and well-being of dancers onstage, as well as respect for fellow audience members, taking photos and videos is prohibited during the recital.  We have a professional videographer taking videos of the recital – details coming!  This is a matter of safety, as cameras and videos can be distracting, and, therefore, potentially hazardous to our dancers onstage.  Thank you for your full cooperation!  
Tickets:
Tickets may be purchased prior to recital:  buytututix.com/dallaswestdance.  Please see RECITAL COST doc for detailed ticket info.
Dress & Makeup:
Same as Dress Rehearsal.  Full costume and stage makeup.  Remember – LABEL everything you plan to bring to dressing room – costumes, shoes, makeup bags, hair accessories – everything!
Trash pick-up:
Please help us out by disposing of trash appropriately in lobby, dressing rooms, etc. during both dress rehearsal and recital.
Theatre rules:
NO food, drink, or gum in the theatre auditorium or lobby, with the exception of water.  NO running, climbing, throwing, or rough play anywhere on the premises.  
Dressing Rooms:
Dancers may bring water and snacks into the dressing rooms.  Please refrain from juice or anything that could cause stains and sticky spills.  Remember to label all water bottles.  We will provide our younger dancers with arts supplies, books, and movies to watch while we wait for our turn on stage.  The show goes surprisingly FAST when you’re back stage!  Please do not send your child with tablets or other electronics.  If you do, DWDC staff and volunteers will not be responsible for lost or misplaced items.
Volunteers:
Volunteer sign-ups will be posted in the studio lobby.  We will need dressing room volunteers, “runners” (walking dancers from dressing rooms to stage and back), & dancer check-in.  We will also need volunteers to take tickets at the front door during the entire show.  
Safety:
We will have one Denton police officer on campus specifically for our event.  (Thank you, Denton police department!)  In the event of an emergency, find one of our staff members &/or the police officer on site.  We will also have a volunteer placed for safety in the dressing room hallway during recital.
Flowers:
It is customary to give a dancer flowers after a performance.  Argyle Party & Gifts will be taking pre-orders, as well as selling flowers at the recital.  Order info coming soon! Flowers aren’t a requirement but can really make a dancer feel special!
Thank you!

Thank you for your questions, support, cooperation, encouragement, for getting your dancers to class regularly, and for your positive, amazing attitudes! PICTURE DAY:
Photos will be taken in recital costumes at DWDC on Fri., May 15, 2026.
· Check our Picture Day Schedule for your child’s scheduled picture time.  This schedule is posted on the Recital Reminders info board in the studio and on our website.
· Please be on time, so the photographers can stay on schedule.  Have your child completely dressed and ready for photos at least 15 minutes before his/her photo time.  Arrive early if you have questions about costume or hair.   
· Each dancer will be in a group picture with each class he/she is in, as well as individual picture(s) in the costume(s) of your choice.
· Costume:  Dancers may arrive fully dressed in costume or change at the studio.  If you are in more than one number, bring ALL your costumes for each group picture.  Dancers need to dress in full costume – costume, tights, shoes, head pieces, etc.  If you need to change at the studio prior to your scheduled time, arrive early.  Reminder:  Dancers, do NOT wear your dance shoes outside of the studio.
· Changing pods and studio bathrooms are available for changing costumes.  Dancers, please keep changing pods free of personal articles, so other dancers can use them.  NO PLAYING in changing pods – thank you for keeping them free for changing costumes only.  
· No hair extensions allowed for any age group.  
· No jewelry.  Girls:  no undies under costumes; bodysuits allowed.
· Makeup:  Picture Day makeup is much lighter than stage makeup and optional.  Pre-school:  no makeup needed.  Grade school:   blush & lipstick, optional.  Teens:  blush, lipstick, eye shadow, mascara, optional.   Keep it light – kids are naturally beautiful!
· Combo classes:  Bring both ballet and tap shoes.  We’ll take the group picture in ballet shoes.  You can choose to have the individual picture taken in either ballets or taps.    
· Please bring your child, even if you choose not to purchase pictures, so we can have all our dancers in the group pictures, which we’ll proudly display on our studio walls!

Dress Rehearsal Reminders 2026
Date:  Thur., May 28, 2026
Location:  Denton High School Fine Arts Center, 3001 Bronco Way, Denton, TX  76207
Time:  See the Dress Rehearsal Schedule (posted in your handbook, on studio recital info board, and online on “Recital” page) for specific practice times for each class.  This schedule will be available in now available.  Each class will rehearse during a designated 45-minute or 1-hour “scene.”  Please arrive at least 20-30 minutes prior to your designated scene.  Dancers must be completely dressed in costume at the start of his/her practice time, as we will stay promptly on schedule.

This is a MANDATORY rehearsal.  All dancers MUST attend dress rehearsal in order to be in the recital.  Exceptions will be made for emergencies and extreme illness only.  If you think you have a legitimate excuse, you MUST speak with Ms. Pam prior to this rehearsal.  If you have a last-minute emergency or illness, contact us asap.

Run-throughs:  We will run through each group of dances 2 or 3 times, so please stay until you hear the announcement that we have finished each “scene.”  We are on a tight schedule, so we will stay on time throughout the rehearsal.  We will not be able to stop and wait for dancers who aren’t ready.  Thank you!

Dressing rooms:  We will have use of the dressing rooms during dress rehearsal for those who need to change on site.

Costumes:  Dancers will practice on stage in full costume.  Bring all shoes, costume pieces and accessories:  tights, head pieces, costume, etc.  Label everything – especially shoes.  Put all these in a labeled bag.  Remember, no jewelry; girls - no undies; body suits and tights only.  Hair must be styled as required.  Remember:  no hair extensions allowed.

Make-up:  Stage makeup should be worn at Dress Rehearsal and Recital.
Pre-school/combo classes:  blush, lipstick.
Grade school age:  blush, lipstick; eye shadow optional, mascara optional for light –colored eyes.
Teens:  blush, lipstick, eye shadow, mascara.

Parents/Guardians:  You are responsible for your child/ren during dress rehearsal, including costume changes.  Please keep your children with you until they are called to rehearse on stage.  Please be responsible for siblings & friends, as well.  We ask that everyone in the audience be respectfully quiet during entire rehearsal.

Audience:  Friends and family are welcome to observe during dress rehearsal!  

Cameras and video recorders:  Feel free to film your dancer during rehearsal.  For the safety and well-being of all dancers, cameras and videos are not permitted during the recital.  Your recital video fee includes a copy of a professionally recorded video, which will be made available to you after the recital.

Theatre Rules:  These very important theatre rules pertain to both Dress Rehearsal and Recital.  Bottled water only is allowed in the theater; food and other drinks are allowed in the dressing rooms.  NO running anywhere in the theatre.  NO climbing or playing on the theatre chairs, stairs, lobby etc.

RECITAL 2026
TIGHTS, SHOE, HAIR, MAKEUP, & MISC INFO

HAIR
· See posted list for required hair style.
· See posted picture for hair descriptions.
· If a “high pony tail” is required, and your child has a shorter hair length, put as much hair as possible into the pony, creating a “half pony.”
· Bangs do not have to be put back unless they are growing out and are longer than eyebrow length.  
· Remember:  hair spray, bobby pins, bun pins, and hair gel are so helpful and essential for keeping hair in place.  
· “Bun-makers” – This little foam device is very helpful in getting hair into a bun and can be purchased at our front desk.
· NO HAIR EXTENSIONS &/OR HAIR PIECES allowed for any age group.  This includes Dress Rehearsal, Picture Day, and Recital.

MAKEUP
· Stage makeup should be worn during both dress rehearsal and the recital.  
· Stage makeup:
       Ages 3-8 (combo classes and beginner I classes):  blush and very light lipstick
Ages 9-10:  blush, lipstick, eye shadow, mascara optional for light-colored eyes
Ages 11+:  blush, lipstick, eye shadow, mascara
No heavy competition makeup or false eyelashes.

SHOES
· Please see the posted list for color of required shoes for your dancer.
· All ballet shoes must be pink, tap shoes black, and jazz shoes tan.

                                                               TIGHTS
· Please see the posted list for color of required tights for your dance.  Tights MUST be required color and style.    
· One pair of tights per color/style was included in your costume cost, so tights will be provided by DWDC.  Please place your requested size with our office by Sat., APRIL 18.  
· We HIGHLY recommend purchasing an extra pair, in case one gets torn, lost, or forgotten.  The practice of buying 2 for recitals has been a “life saver” countless times!


MISCELLANEOUS INFO
· NO jewelry allowed on stage.  This includes pierced earrings, unless your dancer just got her/his ears pierced and cannot take them out.
· Girls:  no regular underwear under costumes; bodysuits and undergarments made specifically for dance are allowed.  These can be purchased in studio, online, or in a dancewear store.
· Save costumes as play clothes for AFTER the recital.
· No bra straps showing.
